
Verses for Message on "You Can Trust The Bible" 

1. [2Ti 3:16-17 ESV] 16 All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for 

reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, 17 that the man of God may be 

complete, equipped for every good work. 

2. [2Pe 1:21 ESV] 21 For no prophecy was ever produced by the will of man, but men 

spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit. 

3. [Hos 4:6 ESV] 6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge; because you have 

rejected knowledge, I reject you from being a priest to me. And since you have forgotten 

the law of your God, I also will forget your children. 

4. [Rom 1:20 ESV] 20 For his invisible attributes, namely, his eternal power and divine 

nature, have been clearly perceived, ever since the creation of the world, in the things 

that have been made. So they are without excuse. 

5. [Rom 2:15 ESV] 15 They show that the work of the law is written on their hearts, while 

their conscience also bears witness, and their conflicting thoughts accuse or even 

excuse them 

6. [Mat 7:5 ESV] 5 You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will 

see clearly to take the speck out of your brother's eye. 

7. [Luk 1:1-4 ESV] 1 Inasmuch as many have undertaken to compile a narrative of the 

things that have been accomplished among us, 2 just as those who from the beginning 

were eyewitnesses and ministers of the word have delivered them to us, 3 it seemed 

good to me also, having followed all things closely for some time past, to write an orderly 

account for you, most excellent Theophilus, 4 that you may have certainty concerning 

the things you have been taught. 

8. [Act 1:1-2 ESV] 1 In the first book, O Theophilus, I have dealt with all that Jesus began 

to do and teach, 2 until the day when he was taken up, after he had given commands 

through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. 

9. [Jhn 5:2 ESV] 2 Now there is in Jerusalem by the Sheep Gate a pool, in Aramaic called 

Bethesda, which has five roofed colonnades. 

10. [Gen 14:2 ESV] 2 these kings made war with Bera king of Sodom, Birsha king of 

Gomorrah, Shinab king of Admah, Shemeber king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (that 

is, Zoar). 

11. [Isa 44:28 ESV] 28 who says of Cyrus, 'He is my shepherd, and he shall fulfill all my 

purpose'; saying of Jerusalem, 'She shall be built,' and of the temple, 'Your foundation 

shall be laid.'" 

12. [Deu 28:64 ESV] 64 "And the LORD will scatter you among all peoples, from one end of 

the earth to the other, and there you shall serve other gods of wood and stone, which 

neither you nor your fathers have known. 

13. [Isa 11:11-12 ESV] 11 In that day the Lord will extend his hand yet a second time to 

recover the remnant that remains of his people, from Assyria, from Egypt, from Pathros, 

from Cush, from Elam, from Shinar, from Hamath, and from the coastlands of the sea. 

12 He will raise a signal for the nations and will assemble the banished of Israel, and 

gather the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth. 



14. [Isa 61:1-2 ESV] 1 The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me, because the LORD has 

anointed me to bring good news to the poor; he has sent me to bind up the 

brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to those 

who are bound; 2 to proclaim the year of the LORD's favor, and the day of vengeance of 

our God; to comfort all who mourn; 

15. [Luk 4:18-19 ESV] 18 "The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to 

proclaim good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to the captives and 

recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are oppressed, 19 to proclaim 

the year of the Lord's favor." 

16. [Act 7:22 ESV] 22 And Moses was instructed in all the wisdom of the Egyptians, and he 

was mighty in his words and deeds. 

17. [Jer 33:22 ESV] 22 As the host of heaven cannot be numbered and the sands of the sea 

cannot be measured, so I will multiply the offspring of David my servant, and the 

Levitical priests who minister to me." 

18. [Isa 40:22 ESV] 22 It is he who sits above the circle of the earth, and its inhabitants are 

like grasshoppers; who stretches out the heavens like a curtain, and spreads them like a 

tent to dwell in; 

19. [Job 26:7 ESV] 7 He stretches out the north over the void and hangs the earth on 

nothing. 

20. [Job 38:14 ESV] 14 It is changed like clay under the seal, and its features stand out like 

a garment. 

21. [Ecc 1:7 ESV] 7 All streams run to the sea, but the sea is not full; to the place where the 

streams flow, there they flow again. 

22. [Lev 17:11 ESV] 11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it for you on 

the altar to make atonement for your souls, for it is the blood that makes atonement by 

the life. 

23. [Lev 12:3 ESV] 3 And on the eighth day the flesh of his foreskin shall be circumcised. 

24. [1Pe 3:15 ESV] 15 but in your hearts honor Christ the Lord as holy, always being 

prepared to make a defense to anyone who asks you for a reason for the hope that is in 

you; yet do it with gentleness and respect, 

25. [Jde 1:3 ESV] 3 Beloved, although I was very eager to write to you about our common 

salvation, I found it necessary to write appealing to you to contend for the faith that was 

once for all delivered to the saints. 

26. [2Co 10:4-5 ESV] 4 For the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh but have divine 

power to destroy strongholds. 5 We destroy arguments and every lofty opinion raised 

against the knowledge of God, and take every thought captive to obey Christ, 

27. [Col 4:6 ESV] 6 Let your speech always be gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you 

may know how you ought to answer each person.
